A full 43.5 nm repeat of the reconstruction density map viewed transversely, with density projected along the filament axis (cf. surface rendition in Fig. 2b of paper). For maximum clarity, contrast is reversed:  thus regions of higher protein density are whiter.  The twelve bright white features forming an annulus are the highest density part of the map and represent the twelve longitudinally oriented subfilaments.  This density fills the twelve longitudinal tubes which appear hollow in the surface view of the reconstruction (Fig. 2b of paper).  The material that appears to fill the filament core closer to the filament axis in surface view (Fig. 2a,b of paper) is seen in this projection to be of low density.
